SUPERINTENDENT’S REPORT
Mr. Stannard talked about the CASB annual conference held in Colorado Springs Dec. 8 – 11th and noted that 3 board members had attended this year. Senate Bill 191 the Education effectiveness Act will bring serious change as anticipated. The school finance situation remains challenging for all schools and districts. Senate Bill 163 regarding Accountability and the new state standards was also a hot topic at this years’ conference. Mr. Stannard noted that the district needs a strong data system to keep up with reporting requirements.  It will be the district’s goal this year to have hiring contracts offered in March with a return date due in early April so jobs not filled can then be posted. Mr. Stannard reported that staff attended an Emergency Planning Meeting on December 5th with representatives from the City of Yuma, Yuma/Washington Counties and Yuma/Wray Medical Personnel. The goal is to simulate a tornado drill in September using no cell phones only radios and working on all communications. Mr. Stannard was happy to report that the new roof on MES is now complete. There remain other work to be done on boilers, tile and miscellaneous plumbing at the high school. The upgrade to the PowerSchool system is planned for December 22nd as we continue to move PowerSchool upward. The district-wide ELL Plan was sent out as a draft this week. Mr. Stannard also talked about the Math staff actively reviewing alternatives, and strategies for closing gaps. We continue to push results into Alpine Achievement and working on curriculum alignment with new standards.

The board members that attended the CASB conference were very happy with the topics covered. Rob noted that there would be other meetings such as CASE and the CASB Spring conference.  He will keep board members informed of those dates. The board talked about scheduling a work session for either January 12th or 19th and will firm up that date soon.
