SUPERINTENDENT’S REPORT
Mr. Stannard talked about the last two work sessions held recently which included discussion of monuments and remembrances, personnel and lifting the pay freeze. Another work session will be held to discuss expenses and the 2012-2013budget. Mr. Stannard explained a memo that went out to all staff putting the brakes on all P.O.’s which must now have prior approval. Next year should run much smoother with better planning in place. This summer the district will implement maintenance projects with lots of painting and scraping along with work on the HVAC systems. 

Mr. Stannard informed the board that our district will be visited by Woodcock-Munoz who specializes in assessments of students in all areas of G/T, SPED, and ELL support. This nonprofit group will help us with best practices in all these areas. 
 Mr. Stannard reported In April or May our district will be visited by CDE for an ELL audit. The 2012-2013 district calendar should be completed next week after finalizing P/T conferences and sporting events. The district continues work on the school response protocol with local emergency agencies.
Mr. Stannard reported that the AYP (Adequate Yearly Progress) will no long be used but the district will now need to utilize standardized data reporting and have a clear emphasis on growth. 

Senate Bill 191 – Educator Effectiveness was another topic Mr. Stannard noted for the board. 25% of this equation will involve classroom evaluation. The bill mandates at least 50% will on student performance, another 25% using twelve month hard assessments (CSAP, Growth & Benchmarks) and finally 25% using 36 month horizon assessments such as Read 180, Every Child A Writer and Compass. Assessments will also be made in P.E., Music, Art and SPED. Finishing up his report Mr. Stannard stated that our number one goal is teacher retention.
